The Tetagouche River flows through a very steep canyon which narrows to a waterfall with an old dam at the picnic 
site. 

Ordovician red ferramanganiferous slate interbedded with grey volcanic tuff is exposed at the provincial picnic site. 
Manganese is the principal 1M1nganese mineral at this deposit. The deposit was worked briefly prior to 1834; this was 
probably the first mining venture in the province. It was worked from pits, adits, and a shaft, mostly on the south 
bank of the Tetagouche River just below the falls. A few specimens may be found along a steep path that passes by 
some of the old inaccessible workings. 

This is also the site of three rare plants.

DESCRIP The estuary is used by a variety of nesting and migratory waterfowl for nesting, feeding and resting. Ducks 
Unlimited runs a bird banding project here. Canada geese graze here in the fall. There are pockets of old growth 
forest, inhabited by pileated woodpecker, along the river. The watershed is the water supply for Bathurst. 

The estuary is used by eels, Striped bass, Atlantic Sal110n and 
Sea-run speckled trout on their way upriver in late fall. 

The sandy portions of salt 11111rshes in the estuary are home to several rare plants.

OESCRIP The Training Area contains a diversity of habitats in a small geographical area and is a haven for certain plants 
that are near their northern limits and not found elsewhere on the Acadian Peninsula. A large portion of the 
training area is dominated by burnt-over forests regenerated into Jack Pine Forest and wild blueberry fields. In 
these blueberry fields the rare Vesper Sparrow can be found, althougth breeding has yet to be confirmed. Several 
species of butterflies have also been seen in the area, including the Great Sprangled Fritillary Speyeria cybele seen 
in large numbers. In areas untouched by fire, such as the river floodplain, there is a rich growth of plants and a 
higher species diversity. This narrow corridor of river floodplain is more characteristic of regions further south.

LOCATION The site is at the northern end of the peninsula beyond the provincial park boundary. The peninsula extends frocn Val 
Comeau, and separates the mouth of the Big Tracadie River from the Gulf of St. Lawrence. 

DE SCRIP This is an elevated flat open cobble beach with sparse vegetation. Since 1979, one pair of Piping Plover has 
traditionally nested on the beach, at the northern tip; none nested in 1993. 

The channel between the park and Ile au Cheval is dredged annually, causing concern as to the placement of dredge 
material with respect to Plover nests. 

The dunes have been damaged over time by vehicles and sand quarrying, and to some extent by the dredging operations. 
Fishermen have increasingly used the site for the storage of lobster traps.

The Riviere du Nord/Village Acadien c<>11plex is a large, highly productive, relatively undisturbed fresh and salt 
marsh behind a mostly forested shoreline, representing some of the best high tidal marsh habitat in northeastern NB. 
It was previously used primarily by migrating waterfowl, as there was no permanancy of brood-rearing habitat due to 
tidal influence. 

Enhancement efforts, consisting of an earthen dyke and water control structure, were completed in 1991. Black ducks, 
blue-winged teal, American widgeon and northern pintail, in addition to shorebirds, herons, mammals and amphibians 
should be attracted to the area. Approximately 50 broods of waterfowl are anticipated per year. 

The remaining salt marsh area is rated Class 1; reco11111ended that it be maintained with no new impoundments.
